MIAA. 
 
Designated Home Team is listed last on the schedule and will sit on PRESSBOX SIDE OF THE 
STADIUM.  
 
EXCEPTION:  Schools playing games on their campus will ALWAYS sit on the press box side 
of the field and home team designation will only apply to color of jersey.  
 
TEAMS WILL WARM-UP TO THE RIGHT OF THE FIFTY-YARD LINE AS THEY FACE THE 
FIELD. TO SHARE THE GATE RECEIPTS EACH SCHOOL MUST HAVE SOMEONE 
WORKING THE GATE AT THE START OF THE GAME.  THE HOME SCHOOL SHOULD 
BRING THE TICKETS TO BE SOLD AT THE GATE. HOWEVER, THE PARTICIPATING 
SCHOOL’S ADMINISTRATOR OR THEIR DESGINEE MUST IDENTIFY ALL PRE-SOLD 
TICKETS.  RECEIPTS COLLECTED AT THE GATE SHOULD BE TAKEN TO THE HOME 
SCHOOL AND DEPOSITED. A CHECK SHOULD BE WRITTEN TO THE VISITING SCHOOL, 
SPLITTING THE GATE RECEIPTS. 
 
THE FIRST DAY OF PRACTICE is The First Monday of August 1st .  All players are required 
to have at least three days of conditioning with the team squad before being allowed to dress-
out in pads, regardless of the starting date.  Each player must have a completed Athlete’s 
Health Record, evidence of which must be on file at his school before he can represent his 
school in a practice or a competitive contest.

Officials  
 All officials assigned to a game will call the home team school by 12:00 noon on the day of the 
game. The home school will be responsible for paying the officials the day of the game. The MIAA 
office will reimburse the home schools at the end of the season ($60.00 per official x 3 officials 
during regular season games. $60.00 per official x 4 officials for Play-off and Championship 
games).

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Emergency Medical Services (EMS)  
EMS coverage will be assigned by the MIAA. Payment to the EMS is the responsibility of the 
Home Team. On game day, EMS personal will contact the Home Team by 12:00pm. Payment 
equals $50.00 per game. Like with the official’s fees, if proper documentation is in place, the 
MIAA will reimburse schools for EMS fees at the end of the season. If EMS fails to call a school 
on game-day, or fails to show for a game, please call Mike Rodrigues at 734-9198. 
 
Post-Season Tournament System  
The first place teams with the best league records in each division will compete in the MIAA 
post-season tournament (MIAA Championship Tie Break Procedure Will Apply). The two teams 
out of the MIAA semi-finals will play for the MIAA City Championship.  Eligible participants must 
be in the 9th, 10th, or 11th grade, and not have played more than (2) quarters on the varsity 
squad during the regular varsity season.
