unıform polıcy 

At Mitchell High School, it will be mandatory for students to wear the following uniform(s) 
Monday through Friday.  All uniform clothing must be PLAIN without  any manufacturer’s 
logos, brand names, pictures, designs or insignias visible on the clothing. 

⇒ (Young Men)  All shirts must be tucked inside pants.  All Pants must be pulled up over the hump. 

⇒ (Young Ladies)  NO LEGGINS can be worn at anytime. 

⇒ All students must wear BELTS. 

⇒ PANTS must be SOLID Black, Navy or Khaki Tan ONLY!  No jogging pants  or jeans will be al­ 
lowed. 

⇒ TOPS WITH COLLARS must be SOLID TAN OR LIGHT GRAY ONLY.  No T­shirts or tops with any 
other colors or designs will be allowed. 

⇒ NO OTHER COLORS ARE ALLOWED AT THIS LOCATION and will not be accepted as appropri­ 
ate dress under any circumstances. 

⇒ Young ladies may wear SOLID COLOR dresses (Black, Navy or Khaki Tan.)  They may also wear 
plaid skirts (black & white) and pinstriped pants (black & white only.)  Skirts & dresses must be 
no shorter than 1” above the knee. 

⇒ UNDERSHIRTS worn under uniform shirts must be SOLID WHITE OR BLACK ONLY!  No other 
colors are acceptable. 

⇒ Students may wear HOODIES/PULLOVERS (SOLID WHITE OR BLACK ONLY!) over their collar 
shirts.  Mitchell hoodies/pullovers are the only acceptable hoodies with designs or writings. 

⇒ Tennis shoes, sandals (with heel straps), boots and dress shoes (1 1/2 heel max) are accept­ 
able shoes under the dress code policy.  Flip­flops/thong sandals, slides, or house shoes will 
not be allowed at anytime!!!! 

Students may not wear anything on their heads!  Students are expected to dress according to 
these guidelines.  Thank you for your continued support and dedication in making this “The Best 
High School In America!” 

All students who violate this policy will be remanded to after school detention or In­School Suspen­ 
sion for one (1) full day.   Continuous violators may receive home suspension or possible removal 
from this school.
