Rob holds a 4.9 weighted
grade point average and scored 33 on the ACT. He has been captain of the Certamen
team, a knowledge bowl for Latin students, and has recruited other students to play.

He attended the Tennessee Governor’s School for the Arts and the Senior
Opera Camp of Opera Memphis where he sang and acted the role of Aeneas from
Henry Purcell’s “Dido and Aeneas.” He was elected 2nd Vice President of the
Tennessee Junior Classical League and organized the spirit competitions at the state
and national convention.
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
